Background information: In 2015, the town of Kworabup Denmark authored The Creation of
Now, a multi-layered contemporary performance that creates a new world of imagination
and mythology. Ten years on, Southern Edge Arts will create a new version that speaks to
our sense of ‘now’ in the Great Southern.

Artistic Director, Annette Carmichael will lead a team of artists, young people and
community members to recreate the world of Omo, an ancient child who seeks to find Now.
A large intergenerational cast aged from 3 months - 70+ will wrap around this child on their
final quest.

Group: The Timekeepers (Mediative Movement)

We are seeking 7 adults to perform as ‘The Timekeepers. The Timekeepers are a constant
moving clock that counts down the final moments of Omo’s life by removing ‘floating’ egg
shells from a vertically suspended board before placing them into a receptacle. This is a
challenging role that requires you to enter a meditative state and walk on a beat
continuously for approx 60 minutes. The role requires walking, climbing stairs and reaching
above your head. Training for this role is highly enjoyable and is delivered in early morning
sessions that will set you up for the day. See overleaf for workshop schedule.
